VI. COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. Housing Assistance Program from Fresno County Report – Frances Squire
Update on suggestions from Fresno County regarding costs and options.

Frances Squire reported that she and Becky Barabé met with the Housing Assistance Program and they said they would provide CEC with a budget in order to have a staff person present the program and be paid part time by CEC.  Becky Barabé will contact the Housing Assistance Program to attain the budget proposal.  The CEC Board will need to determine whether funds are available to pay for the staff person.
B. Amandako Trailer Park Owner Partnership Report – Maria Cavazos
Update on letter to leasing company to identify the contact information of the trailer park owner.
Gloria Calderon reported that she has not been able to identify contact information for the trailer park owner.  It was discussed and decided upon that there will be one final contact with the owner to confirm that the recreation area will not be put into the Amandako Trailer Park.

A. Update on Contract for Nurturing Parenting Class – Eliseo Gamino
Update on agreement with instructor, Eliseo Garcia, who will teach the Nurturing Parenting Class 
beginning January 22, 2007 for 15 weeks.

Laura Kehl will create a flyer for recruitment and Gloria Calderon will help market the flyers to the community.  The class will be held at the CEC office; the flyers will include a map of the CEC office.
B. Report on Plaza Comunitaria Bakersfield Site Visit on November 30, 2006 – Eliseo Gamino
The site visit was completed by Ester Mejia, Maria Torres, and Becky Barabé.  

Recommendation/Action: Information item.  
Eliseo Gamino reported that some of the Plaza Comunitaria advisors (Ester Mejia and Maria Torres) and Becky Barabé visited the Bakersfield Plaza Comunitaria Program on November 30, 2006 and met with the staff coordinator.  The advisors were able to share program functions and systems with the Bakersfield program.  The Bakersfield coordinator will be in communication with Becky Barabé as the primary contact with the Mexican Consulate.  Becky Barabé stated that she would maintain communication with Eliseo Gamino and Gloria Calderon in regards to contact with the Mexican Consulate and the Bakersfield Program.  It was recommended that additional recruitment and marketing be completed for the Spring semester.

C. Partnership with Coalinga High School – Maria Cavazos

The CEC Community Development Coordinator will begin to recruit volunteers on the Coalinga High School Campus.  

Recommendation/Action: Decide who from CEC will talk with the high school to decide if and when Laura Kehl can be on campus, time of day, how many days per week, and where.

It was discussed and decided by the Board that Laura Kehl will meet with the school counselor to discuss the possibilities of her being on campus.

A. CEC Community Development Coordinator – Laura Kehl

i. Volunteer Recruitment
Laura Kehl requested the Board’s help to recruit volunteers.  In the past have been a small number of volunteers and CEC needs more advertisement to the broader community at least two to three weeks prior to the event.
