A. WTEC Budget Review Request – Becky Barabé

Recommendation/Action: Request Board to determine who from CEC Board (minimum one board member) will participate in a WTEC budget review meeting or would the Board like to hold a separate board meeting to discuss the budget.  WTEC ED requests the meeting to be held within the last two weeks of April.
Becky Barabe reported that according to the CEC budget review it was decided to direct funds to 1) the dance group for a PA system and 2-3 sets of costume;, 2) 3 Plaza Comunitaria Advisors and 1 Coordinator for Fall 2008 and a review as to whether to proceed in 2009, there will be an end of Spring semester review in June and in August plaza position expectations will be discussed before the Fall semester begins; 3) 2 CEC positions to be put out to bid – a facilitator for counseling services/CalGRIP family and education classes, and a part-time 20-30 hour/week CEC Coordinator position to support the CEC programs (Plaza, Youth Council, CalGRIP project, and grant writing).

Update on Summer Youth Leadership Activities - Laura Kehl

Recommendation/Action: Information Item.

Becky Barabe reported that June 27-29th (Friday-Sunday) will be the youth trip to a private camp ground at Knights Ferry above Stockton.  The youth will sleep in tents.  There will also be a rafting trip provided.  The youth activities facilitators will be Eduardo Gonzalez, Dino Perez, and Miguel Vega who have a background in youth leadership.  Each facilitator will be paid $500 for the weekend.  Coalinga only has about ten youth interested in the trip so it was discussed opening up the trip to Huron, Firebaugh, and Mendota.  It was decided that outside youth will be charged a minimal $25 fee for food.  WTEC ED recommended that CEC support youth in a trip that will take place mid May that will allow them to earn a $400 stipend for each community represented that could go towards helping to pay for the CEC trip.  CEC would support this by funding the cost of the van for the May trip.  
The Coalinga Youth Council would also like to work this summer on a volunteer project to remodel the High School Cafeteria.  They will need paint supplies, tables, and chairs.  The table tops and chairs will be purchased low cost from Sizzler restaurant.  The table stands will be purchased separately through a restaurant supply store.  If the RBEG funding comes through then the Coalinga mural will be completed at the High School Cafeteria.  CEC Board approved purchase of supplies for the CHS remodel.
