Information Item: Update on Business Beautification project.  

Gloria Hernandez reported that all buildings at Five Points proper are completed and the last building, Five Stars Market, is almost complete.  Al Miller reported that the project is approximately 90% complete.  There are still some paint touchups, plants that need to be placed at El Rancho Café, and the signs for the buildings will be delivered and installed by the end of July or early August.  Al Miller reported that David Britz agreed to pay for the stoppers that will go around the tall marquee sign.
B. RBEG Grant Award Update ~ $71,106 for the FRESH Foods Project – Al Miller

Information Item: WHEN has received a 2008-2009 USDA RBEG grant in the amount of $71,106 for a FRESH Foods training program.  Program implementation begins July 2008.
Al Miller reported that WHEN has already begun preparations for implementation of this grant.  A lunch wagon truck has been purchased for $24,000.  However, it needs some upgrades in order for it to meet Fresno County Health Department requirements.  A $5,000 down payment ha been paid and the remaining $19,000 will be paid after the truck passes inspection by the Health Department.  The seller, San Joaquin Catering, is approved by Fresno County to do this work, so they will work on the upgrades and then the truck will be moved to Five Points.  In addition, purchase requests have been submitted for the program coordinator and supplies to begin the program.  Al Miller requested suggestions from the Board as to what food should be served.  Gloria Hernandez will call Board Members next week to ask for ideas.  The truck will be parked in front of the WHEN office because it is a shady space in the afternoon and evening.  Becky Barabe reported that the job announcement for the coordinator has been posted in the newspaper.  Interviews will be held in about four weeks after two weeks of advertising and two weeks of accepting applications.  Baldo Hernandez recommended serving food that is slightly different from other taco trucks.  Al Miller suggested that catering could also be done for parties in the Five Points area.  This will be a source of revenue for WHEN.
C. Update on CSA-49 – Al Miller

Information Item: Update. 
Al Miller reported that he and Baldo Hernandez will be going to Fresno this week to sign the last set of papers with Fresno County.  By August 12th, WHEN and Westside Elementary School District must pay about $73,000.  By the beginning of September the ground breaking for the project should begin and the new water system should be completed and fully operationally by January 2009.  It has taken six years to get to this point of completing this project.  The water storage capacity will be 100,000 gallons to serve all of Five Points for three-four days in times when parts need to be changed out.  All new water lines will be run to every residence and water meters installed at each residence.  Fresno County will be responsible for coming out each month to read the water meters and send each residence a bill.  The bills will be turned into WHEN and paid by WHEN.  Fire hydrants will also be installed by Fresno County.
