WTEC has received an additional 2009 EZ/EC funding allotment from USDA in the amount of $124,963.  In addition, all WTEC funding must be expended by no later than December 31, 2009.

WTEC 2008-2009 Funding for Administration and CBO Allotments – Becky Barabé                               
   Yes
WTEC ED has presented WTEC ED, WTEC AA, and general administration costs as well as projections for CBO project/administration costs.  The WTEC Administration includES staffing to cover EC responsibilities, staff supervision, and additional grant writing per community as well as general organizational administrative costs.  In addition, the CBO Allotments per community have several options for this additional funding.  The WTEC ED is looking to have each community confirm benchmarking priorities by June 16, 2009 and we will be sending in the paperwork to Violet Gomes by mid-June 2009 in order to begin accessing these funds by around July 1, 2009.  

  
Recommendation/Action: WTEC ED recommends approval of Option #3 to be expended by December 31, 2009.

WTEC ED provided 4 options of how to allot the funding.  WTEC ED was able to find additional funding for CBO with allotments totaling 18,126.21 per community to be expended by December 31, 2009.  WTEC ED requested allotment disbursement to CBO benchmarks be Friday June 18th.  Option #3 was approved allowing each community to have 18,126.21 of additional funding and WTEC ED and AA increase in contract to full monthly rate through December 31, 2009.
